Notice of Race

1. Rules

1.1 This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2013-2016 (RRS).

1.2 Following rules shall be applied:
a) ORC CLUB Rules for ORC CLUB CLASS;
b) KSAF PHRF Rules for OPEN CLASS;
c) J/24 Class Rules for J/24 CLASS; and
d) Special Handicap Rating Rules for YISUNSIN CUP INTERNATIONAL YACHT RACE.
1.3 The National Association Regulation 2 shall be applied.
(Any damages arising from violation of KSAF Regulation 67 shall be governed by KSAF Regulation 2.)
1.4 If there is any conflict between this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions, the Sailing Instructions shall take precedence.

1.5 If there is any conflict between languages, the English text shall take precedence.

2. Advertising
2.1 The ISAF advertising regulations shall be applied. 

2.2 Advertisements selected and supplied by the Organizing Committee shall be attached to the locations instructed by the Organizing Committee.
a) Entry numbers shall be attached to both sides of the bow.
b) Advertising stickers shall be attached to the mid-hull area.
c) Flags and other advertisements shall be attached in accordance with the instructions.
2.3 The Organizing Committee may request the Participants to allow video cameras and GPS to be installed on their boats, not at their expense, and to give rides to guests, which requests must be accepted by the Participants. 
3. Eligibility and Entries
3.1 All boats participating in this regatta shall comply with the following:
a) ORC CLUB CLASS and OPEN CLASS boats shall be self-righting mono-hull keelboats of at least 8 meters in length; and
b) SPORTS YACHT CLASS boats shall be mono-hull keelboats of less than 8m in length. 

3.2 All Korean competitors shall have been registered under the Korea Sailing Federation's Registration System for Competitors for the year of 2014.
3.3 Entry

a) Eligible boats shall submit the Entry Form in Attachment #1 and pay the Entry Fee no later than September 19, 2014, and for ORC CLUB CLASS, 2014 rating certificates shall be also submitted by that time.
b) The Organizing Committee may close the entry early if it determines that, for reasons of safety and administration of the regatta, the number of entries has exceeded the suitable level.
c) The Organizing Committee may decide whether or not it will accept any entries after entry deadline.
d) All boats in all classes shall submit a copy of their water leisure activity general insurance certificate at the time of submitting their entries.
e) Changing to another class after the entry may be allowed only if the Organizing Committee recognizes that there is a suitable reason therefor.
3.4  Boats that have submitted entries shall register for the regatta at the Race Headquarters no later than 5 p.m., November 7, 2014.
3.5  The nationality of each participating boat shall be determined in accordance with the nationality of the boat's owner; however, the nationality of any chartered boat shall be determined in accordance with the nationality of its skipper.
3.6  Although each participating boat may race with less than the number of members on the Entry Form, there must be at least 4 members on board for proper sailing and safety reasons. (If less than 4 members are on board, the boat will be disqualified.)
3.7  Although a boat with less than the number of its registered members on board is allowed, a boat with more than the number of its registered members on board is not allowed.
3.8  If the Organizing Committee determines that there are safety problems or other problems, such as unsportsman-like conducts, with a boat or its members, the Organizing Committee may refuse or cancel their participation.
4.  Classes
4.1  The classes will be divided into six categories as follows:
Category A: ORC CLUB 1      /     Category B: ORC CLUB 2
Category C: OPEN CLASS 1     /     Category D: OPEN CLASS 2
Category E: J24 CLASS          /     Category F: SPORTS YACHT CLASS
4.2  Entry Form may be submitted for ORC CLUB, OPEN CLASS, J24 CLASS or SPORTS YACHT CLASS rather than for the above categories (however, J24 CLASS boat may not submit the Entry Form for another class).
4.3  Categories A and B will be determined in accordance with ORC handicap ratings (GPH), with lower GPH handicap boats falling under Category A.  The division of the boats into these two categories based upon their GPH handicap ratings will be made equally after the entries are closed.  Despite an attempt to create two equally divided categories of boats, if that is not possible, then Category B will have one more boat than Category A.  (All decisions are made by the Organizing Committee). 

4.4  Categories C and D will be determined in accordance with PHRF handicap ratings, with lower PHRF handicap boats falling under Category C.  The division of the boats into these two categories based upon their PHRF handicap ratings will be made equally after the entries are closed.  Despite an attempt to create two equally divided categories of boats, if that is not possible, then Category D will have one more boat than Category C.  (All decisions are made by the Organizing Committee).

7.  Measurements and Inspections
7.1 A safety inspection may be conducted on all participating boats and their equipment pursuant to the rules and regulations of this regatta.

7.2 Each ORC CLUB boat must submit a valid 2014 ORC rating certificate, after signing it.
7.3 Each boat for OPEN Class and SPORTS YACHT Class shall provide information on the boat manufacturer, exact model name and boat specifications at the time the Entry Form is submitted. 
7.4 The Organizing Committee may request each boat to submit a measurement certificate provided by a measurer designated by the national association or valid measurement certificates issued by each respective participating country, or written confirmations from the designer or manufacturer of the boat. The Organizing Committee may verify the validity of the rating certificates and the submitted boat information by conducting a measurement.
8.  Sailing Instructions
The Sailing Instructions will be distributed by the Race Headquarters at the time of race registration. 
9.  Racing Area and Courses
The racing area will be within the waters under the jurisdiction of Tongyeong City, and the courses are shown on Attachment #2.  If ORC CLUB Class and OPEN Class boats race around the mark in front of the island of Gukdo or Sojido, they must pass through between the gate boats near Bijindo in both directions. Otherwise, the boats will be disqualified without a hearing.  Even retired boats must pass through the gate boats in order to confirm their safety.  This alters RRS 64.1 and RRS A5.  (Race area and courses can be changed according to the weather conditions.)
10.  Penalty System
For ORC Class and OPEN Class, Rule 44.1 will be altered to 1-circle turn penalty instead of 2-circle turn penalty.  For other classes, Rule 44.1 will be applied.
11.  Scoring
11.1  ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) Appendix A3 will be applied. 

11.2  Race results will be calculated under ORC CLUB Rules and KSAF PHRF Rules and corrected times will be applied.
11.3  At least 1 race must be completed in order to constitute the regatta.
11.4  Each boat's series score will be the sum of the scores from all of the races.
12.  International Jury
The international jury appointed pursuant to RRS Appendix N shall govern the race and their decision is final, in accordance with RRS 70.5.
13.  Official boats
Official boats shall hoist the flags assigned by the Organizing Committee.
14. Berthing
When participating boats and official boats are in the marina, they shall be moored in places assigned by the Organizing Committee. (The available dates and berthing locations will be announced later.)

15.  The Limit of Landing
Boats cannot be lifted onto land during the regatta without the prior written permission from the Race Committee.
16.  Radio Communication
During races, all boats must have marine VHF turned on to the channel directed by the Organizing Committee.
17.  Awards
17.1 Trophies and prize money will be given to teams that rank from the first to fifth for each category. However, awards are subject to change depending on the number of entries per category.

17.2 In order to commemorate THE 8TH YISUNSIN CUP INTERNATIONAL YACHT RACE and the accomplishments of Admiral Yi, a certain number will be chosen and a lucky prize will be awarded to the boat whose finish rank is identical to the number in each category.

17.3 The following prize money, after deduction of income tax, will be paid in each category (foreign teams are included):
a) Korean resident: Income tax

b) Non-resident: Income tax calculated depending on any tax treaty between Korea and the applicable country
17.4 The awards shall consist of prize money and trophies for each category, as follows:

a) Subsidies for the voyage and parade will be paid to a boat regardless of whether the voyage was over land or over sea.
b) Korean resident: Income tax

c) Non-resident: Income tax depending on any tax treaty between Korea and the applicable country
18.2 The distance of the voyage shall be calculated based on the boat’s last starting point for participation in the race.  Distance standards for domestic boats will be applied to foreign boats that had already entered and were moored in Korea before the regatta was announced.  The same standards shall apply to domestic boats.
18.3 For those boats for which the Organizing Committee has refused their participation or for those not completing the races (such as withdrawing from a race during the event with no reason) for reasons which do not justifiably convince the Race Committee, the subsidies for the voyage and parade participation will not be paid.
18.4 Boats that do not participate in the parade announced by the Organizing Committee might not be paid the subsidies for the voyage and parade. (All boats shall be ready for the parade on the water no later than 10:20 a.m. on September 8th.)

18.5 Every boat participating in the regatta must, at the time of departing a Korean home port, fill out a "Long Distance Water Leisure Activity Report" which is required to be submitted to the Korea Coast Guard and submit its copy thereof at the time of registration for the race on November 6 or 7 (this document will be used to calculate the voyage subsidies).

19. Responsibility
All competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk (refer to RRS 4 (Decision to Race)). The Host, Organizing Authority, Sponsors and affiliated companies, and other sponsors will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
20.  Insurance
A boat participating in the regatta shall be properly insured with third party liability coverage.  However, third party liability insurance, which is readily obtainable for racing in foreign countries, is difficult or impossible to obtain in Korea.  Thus, the Organizing Committee will not require race participants to carry such insurance for the boats in Korea, and, instead, will require that the owner (or skipper) of the boat carry water leisure activity insurance covering liabilities for personal injuries and property damage.  It is recommended that each crew member also obtain travel insurance or leisure insurance covering personal injuries or damages.  In the case of applying for Korean Olympic Committee's liability insurance program known as "athlete insurance" (premium : about 100,000 KRW per year), one must first register as a Korean Olympic Committee athlete (which includes non-athlete registrations) and then subscribe to the insurance selected by KSAF (the insurance company that has agreed with KASF to provide such insurance is: Dongbu Insurance http://dongbu.ufinsu.com/).
