1.   Event

International Far East DN Regatta - 2019 
2.   Rules
The events will be sailed in compliance with NIA Sailing Rules, IDNIYRA By-Laws, Regulations of Russian Yachting Federation, Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions. The Sailing Instructions may be modified at the Skippers Meetings and posted on Official Notice Board at least two hours before it takes effect. If there is a conflict between a rule of the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instruction, Sailing Instructions take precedence.
        3.   Race Committee information

Information of Race Committee, racing area, race course, starting positions, changes in race schedule, changes in sailing instructions etc. will be posted on the official notice board and on the ice. Verbal instructions given by the chairman of the race committee just before the race will prevail.
4.   Course location
Racing area will be  Primorsky region ( Amursky bay or Khanka Lake)

All times are local times and may be changed by Race Committee. If starting time of the first race for the next day is changed the information will be posted on the official notice board not later than 20:00 of the previous day. Subsequent races will start as soon as practical. 

   Marks
Marks for DN class will be red triangles, dolly marks will be green triangles of smaller size.  
Dolly marks will be used near windward and leeward marks. Dolly mark is a part of the mark. Sailors are not allowed to pass the line between a mark and its dolly mark. 
Crossing the line between a mark and its dolly mark means disqualification by the Race Committee without a hearing.
6. Starting line

The starting line will be marked by red flags. The „wire” starting line system will be used. All sailors have to put leeward runner next to the starting position indicated on the starting line. Sailing over starting line means disqualification by Race Committee without a protest hearing. Sailors have to go right or left after finishing the race, there will be no open gate in the starting line.
7. Starting and finishing signals
The starting signal will be the swift lowering of the starter’s flag after the starter raises the flag to signify the preparatory signal. If the start is to be delayed after the preparatory signal the starter will slowly withdraw the flag. The finish of the first boat will be indicated by rising of the N flag by the Race Committee. After finishing, any yacht shall immediately leave the racing area. The first yacht finishes her race after completing the scheduled number of laps. Any following yacht finishes her race when she crosses the finish line after the finish of the first yacht. Each yacht will be scored ahead of all other yachts with fewer laps.
8. Time limit

The lap time limit for DN is 8 minutes per kilometer distance between the marks. 

Any yacht not finishing within 10 minutes after the first yacht will be scored according to her

finish in the previous lap.  If no laps have been completed the yacht will be scored DNF.
10. Race abandonment
A black flag displayed at the leeward mark shall signal abandonment of the race.

11.  Safety zone
The safety zone is the rectangular area leeward from starting line marked by blue flags in the corners. Sailing in the safety zone means disqualification by Race Committee without a protest hearing. Safety signals will be displayed at the skippers meeting.
12. Protests
Intention to protest must be reported to the Race Committee immediately after the race. A written protest must be filed with the Race Committee Chairman within two hours after finish of the last race of the day. Protest forms are available at the race office.
Location and time of protest hearing, decisions will be posted on the official notice board.
13. Scoring. Talking to the scorers
When fewer than four (4) races have been completed, a boat's series score shall be the sum of all her race scores.  When from four (4) to nine (9) races have been completed, a boat's series score shall be the sum of her race scores excluding her worst score. When ten (10) or more races have been completed, a boat's series score shall be the sum of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

A skipper or coach who attempts to speak to the scorers and judges while a race is in progress may be (competitor) liable to disqualification from the regatta.
14. Disclaimer
All sailors must use helmets during the race fixed in a proper way. Sailors without the helmet will be disqualified.
