Notice of Race

1. Rules
1.1  THE 6th ADMIRAL YI SUN-SIN CUP INTERNATIONAL YACHT RACE will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012(RRS), including



      a) Particular rating for ADMIRAL YI SUN-SIN CUP INTERNATIONAL RACE



      b) Sailing Instruction

c) ORC and J24 club Regulation

1.2 If there is a difference between the notice of race and sailing instruction, the sailing instruction will take precedence.

1.3 If there is a conflict between languages, the English text will take precedence.

2. Advertising
 The race is designated as a Category C event and Participants shall display advertisement on the assigned place by Organizing Committee 

3. Eligibility and Entries
3.1 All boats shall be more than 25ft overall (LOA) excluding bowsprit and bumpkin with MONO hull has a force of restitution.

3.2 All competitors of Korean registry shall be the member of Korean Sailing Federation.

 3.3  Entry
A) Entries shall be made to the AYCIYRC office on the attached form, accompanied by Entry fee payments and 2012 ORC rating certificate for ORC Club team, no later than 17:00 21st September 2012.

B) The race committee can limit the number of entries even before the entry closing day by the reason of the reasonable boats numbers and effective progress of race

3.4 On Site Registration

The Registration Office will close by 17:00 19th October 2012. 

3.5 The nationality of all eligible boats may belong to their national authority entering her. But the charter boat belongs to the nationality of the skipper. 

3.6  
All participating boat shall display Entry Number on the both side of the bow.

3.7
All participating boats shall be sailed with more than minimum 4 members of the each boat. 

3.8 The Organizing Authority may refuse the participation of competitors if they decide boat has problem or sailors act against sportsmanship

4. Class
   

4.1 The class will be divided into five categories as follows;

- Category A: ORC CLUB 1,     - Category B: ORC CLUB 2

- Category C: OPEN CLASS 1,   - Category D: OPEN CLASS 2

- Category E: J24 CLASS

 4.2 To sign up, Each team apply for ORC Club or Open class not for a Category and J24 is only applied for J24 class.

4.3 Category A and B are followed by ORC Handy cap Rating (GPH) procedure. The lower GPH boats will be set in Category A. After all the entries are closed, they are divided into 2 groups evenly. If it is odd number, the last boat will be belong to Category B. (All the rights of making decision is on the race committee)

4.4 Category C and D are followed by Open Class Handy cap Rating (PHRF) procedure. The lower PHRF boats will be set in Category C. After all the entries are closed, they are divided into 2 groups evenly. If it is odd number, the last boat will be belong to Category D. (All the rights of making decision is on the race committee)

5. ENTRY FEE
 5.1 The entry fee has to be paid when a team submits the entry form.
- 36 ft and over for a boat 200,000 KOR Won + for each competitor - 20,000 KOR Won.
- Under 36 ft for a boat 150,000 KOR Won + for each competitor - 20,000 KOR Won.

7. Measurement and Inspect 
7.1 The race committee can check for all entry boats for safety test by the race regulation.

7.2 Each boat should submit a valid rating certificate.

7.3 If there are any boats which cannot submit valid rating certificate, they can take the measurement and safety inspection based on a regulation of this regatta. 

7.4 Race Committee may request a measurement form measured by Official KSAF measurer or available inspect form and certificate from their boat builder.

8. Sailing Instructions
8.1 The Sailing instructions will be distributed during the registration at the venue. 

9. Course and Racing Area
 The course for Race will be within Tong-yeong harbor inshore, and the course will be shown on the attachment of sailing instruction. Race area and courses can be changed according to the weather condition. 
10. Penalty System
 The rule 44.1 and 44.2 will be applied.

11. Protest Committee and Denial of Appeal
11.1 Protest Committee will be organized by Race Committee.

11.2 Decision of Protest Committee is the final.
12. Scoring
12.1 The low point scoring system will be applied. ISAF RR Appendix A.

12.2 ORC Club Regulation and Particular rating system will be applied by Race Committee. 

12.3 At least 1 game should be performed to accomplish the event.
12.4 Points all races will be added up for a final score.
13.  Berthing
Boats shall be kept in places assigned by Race Committee.
The available days for berthing will be posted on the web.

(Lan 34.8169/ Lon 128.4511)
14.  The Limit of Landing
Boats cannot be landed on shore during the regatta except to follow permission and condition of the organizing authority. 

15.  Radio Communication
 The radio system (Marine VHF) of all boats should be opened for communication on the assigned channel by race committee while participating in the race.
16. Prize
16.1 The prize will be given to the crews that rank from the first to fifth for each class. However it could be changed depend on the number of entries.
16.2 THE 6th ADMIRAL YI SUN-SIN CUP INTERNATIONAL YACHT RACE will designate the Lucky Numbers which is meant to commemorate this event and Admiral Yi. Three boats whose places accord with these numbers will be awarded. The number will be notified at the prize giving ceremony. 

16.3 The prize excluding 22% of tax will be paid to each category. (Teams abroad are included)
